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China has been in much of the Australian news over the past three months.  Not quite overtaking the United States 
or British news stories yet, but on the economic and social change fronts it has surpassed most others.

This is 
achieved through encouraging interaction between our two nations, and can be advanced in part by encouraging our 
friends to use China as a tourist destination eg visit EXPO 2010, also by supporting communications between our 
students and such activities as the recent visit of some 9 year old Chinese tennis players participating in a tennis 
tournament at Midland.

But the Chinese say a Tiger having 
a Tiger in the house is the very best protection against the evils of 
fire, burglary.  
Tigers do not find worth in power or money. They will be completely 
honest about how they feel and expect the same of you. On the other 
hand, they seek approval from peers and family. Generally, because 
of their charming personalities Tigers are well liked. Often, failing at a 
given task or being unproductive in his personal or professional life 
can cause a Tiger to experience a depression. Criticism from loved 
ones can also generate this type of Tiger reaction. Still, like all 
felines, Tigers always land on their feet, ready for their next act in life, pursuing it with unyielding energy 
and hunting it infallibly. 
Tigers are also incorrigibly competitive - they simply cannot pass up a challenge, especially when honor 
is at stake, or they are protecting those they love. Tigers are unpredictable and it would be unwise to 
underestimate their reactions.

With less than sixth months to go until the expo gates open for the first time, the pace of development is increasing. 
We were delighted to be the first self-built national pavilion to 'flick the switch' and 
connect permanent power to our pavilion recently. Now that the lights are on and the walls 
are up, our focus is turning to the inner workings of our building. 
I am pleased to share with you all the first exclusive preview of one of the exhibitions that 
will be a great feature of our pavilion, and our response to the expo's 'Better City, Better 
Life' theme.  
'Journey', the first of our pavilion's three 'Acts', will feature 'SISTERS: what we share', as 
one if it's five exhibition elements. 'SISTERS', a series of short documentaries which 
highlight the lives of Australian and Chinese women, will be visually stunning, dynamic 
and engaging - a highlight of our visitors' experience.  
Drawing on the spirit of the many sister-city and sister-state relationships shared by 
Australia and China, SISTERS tells the stories of 20 Australian and Chinese women 
making a difference to their communities through a series of short documentaries in Mandarin.

A frog making its home on the uneven bottom of a shallow well once told a big turtle from the East Sea, 
“Oh, how happy I am!  I am free to gambol.  If I want to have a rest, I can retire into a hole in the broken 
wall.  When I plunge into the water, it is deep enough to reach my armpits and support my chin.  When I 
step into the mud, it is thick enough to hold my feet and cover my insteps.  Look at the crabs and the little 
creatures here; they can not be compared with me.  Besides, I have all the water to myself and great is 
my pleasure in frolicking here.  Why don’t you come down have a look?” 
Intrigued, the turtle began climbing down, but before his left foreleg could enter, his right one was caught 
on the curb.  He hesitated, retreated, and then he told the frog about the Sea. “The Sea is so vast that to 
talk of a thousand miles does not describe its breadth; it is so deep that to talk of a thousand fathoms 
does not describe its depth.  In the days of Yu [2], there was a flood nine out of ten years, but the sea 
never had more water than it could contain.  In the days of Tang [3], there was a drought seven years out 
of every eight, but the seashore remained as it was, without any loss. So no length of time brings it any 
changes and no amount of water affects its vastness.  Here lies the great joy of living in the East Sea.” 
The frog in the well was so astonished that it immediately realised its own smallness and was at a 
complete loss.
