as presented to the Annual General Meeting

This has been a most interesting year and fruitful year. At the 2009 AGM, we welcomed Carlene Kelers and Joanna Foreman onto
the committee. They have not nominated for the year ahead and we thank them for their service to the society. We also lose Shirley
Guy, who gave excellent services as President in 2007-08 and continued onto the committee. We hope these valued members
continue in the society and we assure them that there is always a spare seat at the committee table.

I will present this report under five headings and hope that | am not intruding on the reports to - follow: community liaison, social
activities, guest speakers, membership, looking to the future.

When the Western Australian branch of the Australia China Society, how the Australia China Friendship Society, was formed in
1970, we shared the China interests only with Chung Wah, which incidentally celebrates its centenary this year. In the past, the W A
branch of ACFS had important roles in the supply of China literature, books and textbooks, organizing tours to China, hosting
Chinese students and serving as a support agency for Chinese students studying in Western Australia. All these services are now
met by professional groups and student organisations. We have maintained our membership of the Australia Asian Association and
this building that has been our home for many years.

Browsing through the society's minutes | see that previous committees have been aware of the shifting roles and asked where we
stand in this era of change. Should we, having met our objectives, pass on the torch and fade away? | don't think so. However, we
must change with the times and our objectives should reflect that change.

There are presently more than twenty societies, associations and clubs with either general or specific China interests. There are
four Chinese language newspapers and Perth Chinese Radio 104.9 FM. Each organization came into existence and moved in its
own orbit until last year. In May Mr T.S. Su, the President of Chung Wah, brought us together to organise and participate in the
commemoration of the 60" anniversary of the founding of the Peoples Republic of China, with a banquet at Burswood on the
evening of Thursday 1 October and the Cultural Show held two nights later, which was coincidently the mid-autumn festival, 23
October. Your committee debated our role and whether or not we should participate. | believe that the decision to take part was
sound, because most of the participating groups were unaware of our existence. It was a busy few months but most rewarding. |
was pleased that Fran Kininmonth booked an alternative dinner at the Wingbo on Saturday 3 October 2009 for those members keen
to participate but unable to attend the major events.

A free commemorative magazine was printed and distributed at the official functions. Short profiles of each of the China interest
associations in Perth were published in the commemorative booklet.| was asked to review the official post 1949 relationships
between Western Australia and the PRC. Most of our members will know that a political bamboo curtain restricted 'official' contact
but with the lifting of the Commonwealth Government's embargo on the export of iron ore, China took a keen interest in trade with
Western Australia. Dr Wally Frick, a pioneering member of ACFS (W A) had donated an album of photographs which included news
clippings of the visit to Perth in 1984 of Hu Yaobang, the Secretary of the Communist Party and second in line to Deng Xiaoping, to
seal negotiations for China's first major iron ore joint venture in Australia. Those who know modem history will remember that Hu
Yaobang fell from favour in 1987 and his death in April 1989 triggered a sequence of events leading to what is referred to by some
as 'the Tiananmen affair'. Hu Yaobang was restored to favour on 20 November 2005, the 90" anniversary of his birth.

In May, several members were at Curtin University for the screening of a short documentary 'Footprints in Shanghai' about the
Shanghai Bo Ai Children's Rehabilitation Centre and to hear a presentation by Gao Ya Li the Director of Bo Ai. Several of our
members have a close association with Bo Ai which | had the pleasure to visit in 2008. Ann Begg was Gao Ya Li's host during her
very short stay in Perth.

We have continued our strong relationship with the Chinese Consulate and the staff. The committee or executive have attended
functions at the Consulate and in turn, we have had excellent attendance at a barbeque at the President's Cottesloe home and at
the annual Kings Park picnic. We also met at the Ming Restaurant at Mundaring in February where the owner, Leona Gu was
initiating a proposal to add the Lantern Festival to the Perth celebration of the Chinese New Year. The Lantern Festival is the
closing festival and surprisingly lacking in Perth. The Canberra ACFS makes this the major event of its calendar and we should
take an active role in Perth .. | should add that while in Sydney and Canberra in September 2009, | made contact with the presidents
of both the New South Wales and ACT ACF Societies.

In May, | attended a talk by the W A Chamber of Commerce vice president, Patti Chong of some of the cultural aspects of trading
with China. The presentation was at the Woodside theatre in St Georges Terrace and was well attended and suggests to me that
we should explore the prospects of sharing speakers and take advantage of the excellent venue made available by Woodside. As
the year advanced | endeavoured to accept as many invitations as possible, the most recent being an invitation for Harmony Week
to hear a Vice-Chancellor's Oration presentation at Edith Cowan University, Joondalup Campus, by the Governor General Ms
Quentin Bryce on Australians' evolving attitudes to multiculturalism.

We have had two guest speakers and this is an area we should develop if we are to gain new members. Andrew Chubb who is in
Perth after several years in China gave an illustrated talk on Sunday 19" July 2009 with the topic, "Our journey along the Great
Wall" On 14" March, 2010 Dr Wally Frick gave a most entertaining talk on Chinese festivals and his related experiences in China.
We need more good speakers.

The ordinary membership was boosted by the recruiting efforts of Peter Hoe, and the admission of five new corporate members. We
welcome one and all. As Fran Kininmonth and Roz Hanley may mention in their reports, we offered corporate memberships to the
China related organisations in Perth and the schools that participate in our Mandarin awards programme.

Looking to the future, we must continue to recruit new members and develop a strong active committee if we are to be in a position
to put Perth forward to host the 2012 Conference of ACFS Ltd. We must strengthen our relationships with allied groups and seek
more members both private and corporate. China is important to Western Australia and we should establish our society as one with
something to offer those interested in China.
