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Off the Beaten TrackñTurpan and its surrounds 

The city of Turpan, lies in the Turpan Depression at the southern foot of the Tianshan Mountains in the middle of 
the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region. Situated 184 kilometers south east of Urumqi the capital of Xinjiang (the 
western most state of PRC ), it is located in a depression approximately 80 
meters (262ft) below sea level in the Gobi desert. Turpan is a dry and ex-
tremely hot city. Nicknamed the "Oven", as temperatures in the summer 
soar to 40Á C In contrast, winters are bitterly cold, with temperatures drop-
ping to -15Á C. It is best to  avoid the cold season between November and 
March. Despite the extreme weather, visitors enjoy coming to this relaxed 
and friendly town. 70% of the population are Uighurs, who make a concert-
ed effort to make visitors feel welcome. The locals have even covered the 
main walkways and paths with vine trellises which transform normal streets 
into charming green tunnels.  
The material prosperity is the result of the Turpan people's efforts in trans-

forming nature and extending the oases. Over 
the centuries, they have dug under the land to build the karezes to provide water for 
irrigation. This system of wells connected by underground channels, is considered 
as one of the three great ancient projects in China, the other two being the Great 
Wall and the Grand Canal.. 
In spring and summer, a great mount of melting snow and rainfall flow down from 
the Bogda and Karawuquntag mountains north and west of the Turpan Depression 
into the valleys and then seep into the Gobi Desert. The Karez basically consists of 
a series of underground tunnels that carry the water to Turpan to irrigate the farm-
land.  The tunnels are serviced by wells approximately 2 km apart.   The Karez pro-
tects the water from evaporation even under the scorching heat and fierce wind, 
ensuring a stable water flow and gravity irrigation. There are in the Turpan area 
nearly one thousand Karez wells and is 5,000 kilometers in length. 

Forest scientists have set up desert life experimental stations and introduced sand-
fixing plans to convert vast tracts of desert into oases, allowing the cultivated acre-
age of Turpan to double since 1950.  

Looking at the Flaming Mountains in the distance from the city of Turpan, 
one can see nothing but glowing, barren red sand. But the Grape Valley in 
the Flaming Mountains, 15 kilometers from the city center, is a world of 
unique beauty, presenting a striking contrast with the hot, dry and barren 
surroundings. 

The Flaming Mountains, lie in the middle of the Turpan Depression and run 
from east to west, are one of the branch ranges of the Tianshan Moun-
tains. They were formed in the organic movements of the Himalayas fifty 
million years ago. The Flaming Mountains are so hot and so dry that " fly-
ing birds even 500 kilometers away dare not to come". The mountains act 
like a giant natural dam for the underground reservoir in the basin. 

The Ancient City of Gaochang is located near the seat of the "Flaming Moun-

tains" Township, 46 kilometers southeast of the city of Turpan. The construc-
tion of the city of Gaochang started in the first century B.C. It was a 
key point on the ancient Silk Road.  The city walls are high and the criss-
crossing streets and the city moat are still visible. The city walls, which are ba-
sically intact, divide the city into three parts: the inner city, the outer city and the 
palace city. In the north central part of the inner city, there is a high terrace on 
which stands a square pagoda built of adobe called "Khan's castle" which 
means "Imperial Palace".  

Jiaohe (Yarkhoto) one of the world's architectural won-
ders hides in Yarnaz Valley, 10 kilometers west of Turpan. Like a willow leaf, this ancient 
city of with a history of 2300 years lay between two rivers on a loess plateau atop a cliff of 
over 30 meters. The largest, oldest and best-preserved earthen city in the world, Jiaohe 
distinguishes itself from other ancient cities through three features. First, it had only two 
city gates, the South and East Gates. Second, the city faces cliffs on three sides, so there 
are no city walls commonly seen in other ancient cities. Third, all the buildings were dug 
from earth, and wood was rarely used. 

Other fascinating sites in the area are the Bizaklik Thousand-Buddha Caves  containing 
1,200 square meters of murals and the Astana-Karakhoja Ancient Tombs known as the 
"Underground Museum", where most of the dried-up bodies and cultural relics are com-
plete and well-preserved, thanks to the hot dry climate.

Appreciation of the Chinese Yuan  

At the recent Shanghai trade fair, the appreciation of China's currency yuan was identified as the traders' greatest 
concern. Many traders said that they were worried that its appreciating value against the American dollar, along 
with their surging labor and raw material costs, might drive a large number of Chinese manufacturers out of busi-

ness.  

"The appreciation of yuan is a foreseeable trend with China being the world's second largest economy. Chinese 

exporters and importers should adjust more actively to the trend," Wen said. 

Chinese Human Rights Dialogues 

China Daily is reporting a proposed two-day meeting will be co-chaired by Chinese Vice Premier Wang Qishan, 
State Councilor Dai Bingguo and US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton and Treasury Secretary Timothy Geithner. 
This is as a follow up of a new round of talks between China and the United States on human rights dheld in Beijing 
last week, discussing issues of common concern such as new human rights developments in both countries.

historical perspective, it is necessary and beneficial to devote some energy to the issue, "  

The human rights dialogues are being held as a result of a with a China-US joint statement issued during Chinese 
President Hu Jintao's US visit earlier this year, with the aim of "addressing differences on human rights in a spirit of 
equality and mutual respect, as well as promoting and protecting human rights consistent with international instru-
ments". 

Cui said the human rights dialogues are part of the preparations for the upcoming strategic and economic talks Cui 
said China will be exchanging views with other countries about the issue. 

"We would certainly like to exchange views and hold dialogues with other countries on human rights based on 
equality and mutual respect, but we also hope the outside world will take a practical and realistic attitude while ob-
serving the development of China's human rights," Cui said. 

Discussions on human rights talks enhanced mutual understanding. It is difficult for people from various countries 
who have different beliefs and culture to fully understand each other's ideas, thoughts and actions. This inevitably 
lead to misunderstandings and misjudgements, particularly in the complicated and sensitive field of human rights. 
The talks are establishing communications channels and reducing rumours and presumptions. While each side can 
set forth its own beliefs, positions and practice relating to human rights, the frank exchange of views, improve un-
